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Increasing Cost of Maintenance and 

Preservation
·Ever increasing cost of environmental compliance

ƁFederal and local laws

ƁVOC Regulations

·Hazardous materials

ƁRecord keeping

·Reliability

ƁDependent on quality of preservation work
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Preservation Process Concerns

·Proper mixing of paints

ƁMix Ratios

·Environmental concerns

ƁLarge amounts of waste produced

¶Unused paint waste

¶Empty paint cans

·Difficulty of performing simple touch ups

ƁTime wasted opening cans, mixing, and applying small amounts of 

paint

ƁLess touch up hassle results in more frequent touch ups and 

better maintained assets

·Safety Concerns

ƁMinimize worker exposures to hazardous chemicals
